

This diagram is an attempt to show the various levels of planning and action within the Initiative.  The National Office of Sustainable Communities is made up of HUD, DOT, and EPA and sets national policy parameters in relation to energy, climate change, urban development and transportation.  But all the agencies need to be involved in both regional planning and then supportive services to local jurisdictions and their partners where the real change in habits related to energy, green housing gas emission, smart growth, equity in community takes place.  The measure of change and success needs to be measured primarily at the local community and federal agencies and their state partners need to be serving those local communities so they can be successful. 
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This diagram is an attempt to show the various levels of planning and action within the Initiative.  This is a place based initiative where local communities act to become sustainable. Local jurisdictions, having developed a plan and marshaled resources, invite neighborhoods/villages to organize themselves and provide them the support to do so successfully.  A regional steering committee related to regional planning organizations support local jurisdictions in achieving their sustainability plans which is supported by the Region IX FRC Sustainability Committee of federal and state agencies which in turn is supported by the Federal Administration which is informed by the local experiments and shares them in a learning model.
