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Houston homeless coalition CEO gets higher calling

Anthony Love has resigned from his leadership post at the Coalition for the Homeless of Houston/Harris County to take on an even bigger advocacy role for the homeless in Washington, D.C.

Love said he will leave his five-year job as president and chief executive officer later this month to take on a role as deputy director with the United States Interagency Council on Homeless.

As one of three deputy directors, he will be responsible for communicating and coordinating the Obama Administration’s 10-year plan to end homelessness, working with communities around the United States.

Love is already familiar with federal bureaucracy, having joined the coalition after serving as the Houston site director for the United States Homeless Veterans Initiative.

The coalition is an independent nonprofit organization that coordinates the services and activities of more than 200 Houston-area nonprofit organizations serving the poor and the homeless.

Nancy Frees Fountain, the coalition’s chairman, has named a transition task force that will undertake a national search for Love’s replacement.
